	TIME 
In Class – Children from Year 3 to Year 6 have  60 minutes of music every week within the classroom. 
Charanga – Children in Key Stage 2 are taught music through our curriculum which is based on the Charanga scheme of work. This ensures clear progression and enjoyable music experiences in class lessons. 
Key Stage 2 – Children have weekly singing assembly. They also rehearse together before their Christmas singing events. Each class sing as part of their class assembly. 
INSTRUMENTAL TEACHING 
Year 4 receive weekly whole class brass lessons throughout the year, for 1 hour each week. Glockenspiels and a range of un-tuned percussion is available for music lessons within class.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Co-curricular music
	Peripatetic Teaching – We have pupils in Years 4, 5 and 6 taking part in peripatetic music lessons, these are done in small groups. We currently offer guitar, woodwind (flute, clarinet and saxophone), brass (cornet, trumpet, trombone and baritone), violin and drum lessons. 
Out of School lessons – Pupils who have lessons out of school are encouraged to send in a photo and a description of their lessons. 
Choir – Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 choir takes place after school. 
Rock Band – Children who are identified as Able, Gifted and Talented in Years 5 and 6 are offered the opportunity to play in a rock band during an after school club. It consists of vocals, keyboards, guitars, brass, woodwind, bass and drums.


Musical experiences
	In School 
· Weekly singing assemblies.
· Christmas performance with accompanying BSL. 
· Musician of the Week assemblies. Musician of the week music to be played in every assembly. Musician of the week is a 3-year rotation of musicians. It covers classical composers, traditional and popular artists from every continent but have also woven the 9 protected characteristics of the Equality Act, 2010 in the list of studied musicians. 
· Class assemblies involving singing 
· Choir singing performance in termly assemblies.
· Music listening within classrooms to accompany other curriculum areas such as Geography, History, PSHE and French. Music is played as a background for Art and Writing. Music for dance in PE. We have cross curricular music opportunities mapped out, for example links to our World War 2 topic. 
· Peripatetic violin, guitar, brass, drums and woodwind assemblies for parents. 
· Rock band performances for parents. 
· Year 6 musical theatre leavers performance to parents.
Out of School 
· Choir sing at local Care Home and local events e.g. Core Theatre.
· Young Voices for Year 5 children. 
· Rock Band performance opportunity external venues e.g. Cavern Club, Solihull Moors, Core Theatre. 


In the future

	Continue with CPD for Charanga teaching for non-music specialists. 
Further links with schools in collaborative for performance opportunities and general sharing of ideas and resources. 
Write Shirley Heath School song with the children which is linked to school values. 
Explore options for local musicians coming into school to perform for the children. 
Encourage staff members to perform for the children. 
Continue to ensure that the children are aware of basic musical vocabulary for musical elements such as pitch, melody, dynamics, texture and this knowledge is built upon through the school. 
To continue to develop a love of music within the school.
